Allotment Plans

· A formal application needs to be made to the Church Commissioners for a 5 year lease. There will be legal charges for drawing up an agreement which could be up to £2000. We need something on paper so that Grant Applications can be made even though the actual process could take up to 2 years to legalise.

· There has been a comment from the Parish Council about the possible disturbance from cars parking along the track leading to the potential site.

· It may be possible to set up 2 starter beds on the village hall land BEFORE we have a formal agreement on the farmland. (Ready for next years growing season.)

· Aldingbourne Trust (mainly for adults with learning difficulties) and Ford Prison were sited as possible sources of labour if suitable schemes were set up.

· Roger Baynham was suggested as a possible manager of the allotments once up and running.

Other business

· A garage has been broken into on the High Street and a lawnmower taken-reported by Brian.
