Card results

· All cards were delivered and re-counted at the beginning of August. Although initially there seemed a low-rate response, 100 cards were counted as having been displayed throughout the parish.

· Figures of CO2 saved were later confirmed by Terena from the National Greening Campaign as 

'By making small changes together, the residents of Oving have saved 37.3 tonnes CO2 and 69 tonnes water (69t of water = 46kg CO2) – Remember that 1 tonne of CO2 is about the size of a 4 bed house!!! The 69t of water also emits CO2 as it takes energy to move the water and clean it and we have added the CO2 for this at the end'.

Note-At a date after this meeting it was discussed how we could best advertise these results-In the next OPN (not out till late November) and the Grapevine for September and a possible article in the Chi Observer.

Other matters

Rod agreed to ask Terena for the pack and details of Phase two of the National Scheme, and she has since agreed to attend the next meeting on Monday 22 September where she will give a presentation.


· Phase 2
Several ideas were put forward for the next stage of this campaign.
Idea 1-A Community Allotment
The initial enquiries about siteing an allotment on the Playing Field, suggested that it would be difficult to gain planning permission for a partial change of use for the site.
We would need to look for other potential sites, possibly areas of farmland, which in this area is mainly owned by the church commissioners. All were tasked with thinking about possible places which could be developed. Another suggestion was a site at the Jubilee Hall. Good access would be necessary and the allotment should aim at having organic status so that any possible sales could be badged as organic (possible excess through Wayside Organics?)
The local Community Action Group have also looked at the possibility of such a scheme, and it was felt we need to consult with them about agreeing a joint way forward. Rod agreed to contact Tim Sellors, Chairman of the group in order to attend their next meeting to discuss further. Anna Jenkins, Roger Baynham and Trudy Petty (OCAG Secretary) have all expressed an interest. Jane was keen that whatever we do should have potential as an educational tool for teaching local children about food and ecological issues.


Idea 2-Micro generation of heat and power for the Village Hall
This general ideal was discussed. As a community building, the Jubilee Hall is very un-economic and wasteful and it might be a good starting point to tackle that, as opposed to a scheme to include the whole village. The possible use of solar panels, for electricity generation or a boiler using locally produced wood chips were discussed.



Idea 3-Combined heat and power plant for the whole village
This would obviously be a huge project with lots of issues and options. It would need an in-depth feasability study over 6-12 months.

Idea 4-A Green Gym

· Rod announced he was taking a 6 months sabbatical and will be travelling, so would be standing down as chairman of Greening Oving for that time period. He wants to hand over to a temporary new chair person at the next meeting. He will tie up the ends of Phase one but the committee will have to take on developing the next stage. It was generally felt we had made a good start and were in a good position to build on these foundations.
