The minutes from the meeting 0f 14.07.09 were approved

Matters arising

· Sue England took the original copy of the constitution for safekeeping.

· The setting up of the bank account is progressing-everything has now been delivered to the bank.

· The article for inclusion in the August edition of the OPN needs to be done by Friday. It was agreed that it needed to re-iterate the original points of the Challenge Card along with an update of what is in the pipe line, namely the Community Growing Scheme and the Light Bulb Library. Mention would also be made of the forthcoming Questionnaire and 'Door to Door' campaign agreed for the end of September.  Jane agreed to write the entire article and deliver to Sue by email to meet the OPN deadline.

· The Parish Council is happy to take on the lease for the Community Growing Scheme even thought the precise amount for legal costs is still not known, but we should have that figure soon.

· The signs being considered for the entry points to the village would not need parish Council approval, but Rod will mention the intention at the next PC meeting.
It was also agreed that we may need to get our own independent quote for signs, once the actual specifications had come through from the Greening Campaign.

· The  Questionnaire content was discussed. We need to achieve a commitment from 15-20 people of help and their commitment to the project. Details like skills/fund raising/time etc. need to be established. Kate Bricknell (Petworth Project) will be asked to look at the draft version before we actually go Door to Door in the village. All houses in the village (not the Parish) will be approached.

· The Door to Door will take place by all committee members during the week beginning 28 September and go on for 2 weeks if necessary.

· Kate will make a first draft for the Questionnaire and email to us all before the next meeting.

· We still need to show that we have community support in order to apply for the grant.

· Kate suggested we look at a 'survey monkey' website which might help us analyse the results from our questionnaire as well as allowing people to fill in an online form as well as/instead of our printed version.

· Brian will continue to investigate the idea of having a bike and dynamo, producing electricity for the Christmas Bazaar. The Bazaar committee were approached for space to be available for us at the Bazaar and would be discussed at their next meeting scheduled for 5 August. The Christmas Bazaar date is Saturday 28 November. We may need to have space outside rather than in the hall (depending how much room the final mechanism takes up). This would mean a cost of around £115 for insurance. 

· Some money may still be forthcoming from the showing of the DVD last year. 

· The Grass Roots Grant (Kate) might also cover funds for supporting events over the next year and could include money for the signs, or general publicity material and printing costs.

Next Meeting
