
Greening Oving Campaign

The minutes from the meeting 0f 28.04.09 and June 29 were approved.

Matters arising

· The stall and presence at the Scarecrow Day was considered a success. 8 signatures and contact details were taken from people expressing an interest in the Allotment Scheme. There was good general interest from the public and the opportunity was aken to re-inforce the message about the Greening Oving Campaign

· An article will be written for the August edition of the OPN again re-inforcing the general message and with contact details for anyone else in the parish who may show an interest. This will be followed up in the autumn by a Door to Door campaign/questionnaire and either a stall at the Christmas Bazzar (Sue to contact organisers) or a special evening in the village hall after the Door to Door initiative, to help move things into the New Year. The idea of having a bike attached to a dynamo which could power some kind of lighting was suggested, as a fun but effective way of getting the energy message across. Could Santa also be persuaded to wear an original 'green' costume?!

· Photos taken by Jane of the Petworth allotments visit to be forwarded to Sue for putting on the website and for reference filing.

· Rod to produce a local calender of greening issues events for the year, based on 'Connections' (The WSCC magazine) and 'Initiatives', the District Council magazine. Wider information may also be available form the 'Team Green Britain' Project.

· Jane suggested the possibility of a Car Share scheme, which may be worth considering in the future when other local community transport plans were decided.

· The website pages were out of date (Sue to Address) but more can be done when there is more concrete information re the allotment scheme and the Light bulb library plans.

· Tennyson Insurance Brokers (public Liability Insurance) have offered discount rates for 'Greening' type events to Greening Oving and other local Greening organisations. Kate will reply.

The Constitution

The Constitution was approved with changes at 5.2/6.1/6.4. All present signed. Kate will get copies done and distributed. Sue to keep the original as the master document.

The Bank Account

Application forms for an account with Barclays Bank were approved & filled in. It was agreed to have 3 signatories, Kate Rod and Sue. 2 signatures will be needed out of the 3 for any transaction. Sue to take in her form ASAP with proof of identity.

Phase 2 Document

· It was agreed that the message from Phase 1 would need to be re-iterated and re-inforced whenever possible. 
In the shorter term-

· The 'Food' option was agreed with plans for the Allotment Scheme.

· The 'Energy' option was agreed with plans for the Light bulb library. The involvement of the Community Wardens may prove useful for the Light bulb library, in terms of identifying possible users AND from storing the bulbs in the Village Hall. Rod is finding out potential suppliers for the variety of bulbs.

· Another scheme in progress at the moment through OCAG and the Parish Council, is solar/wind turbine powered lighting for the village playground. Greening Oving may become involved. 
In the longer term-

· The fuelling of the Village Hall and other buildings through Wood Chip Boilers is still a possibility.

· The idea of erecting 'Greening Oving' signs at both ends of the village to continue to promote the scheme, was agreed to be a very good idea. The Local Highways authority would have to be approached through the Parish Council. Kate to contact Fiona Wellings, the new Community Co-ordinator for the Greening Campaign about the kind of signs available and the cost.

Funding

· The legal costs for setting up the Allotment Scheme has not been confirmed by the Church commissioners. Kate reported that money available through the CA Chest for amounts under £1000, could be turned around in 2 weeks if approved. We would need to demonstrate we have consulted with the community. We would need to apply by April 2010. 

· The new lease for the land for the Allotment, would have to be in the name of the Parish Council, Greening Oving sub committee. The PC will be approached by Rod on 15.07.2009.

· Other potential sources for funds might be the Community Spaces Grant and the Grass Roots Grant.
