l Wayside Organics will be invited to bring along samples of their box scheme. (Rod)

l Chichester Observer to be approached about an article. (Rod)

l A lively display will be put together of relevant information, attractive posters, photos, information etc. (Sue and Kate) 

l Approach the free West Sussex magazine 'etc' to see if they would be interested in running an article (Jan)

l Lightbulbs may be forthcoming from CDC but Brian still chasing alternatives (Brian/Kate)

 

New Actions

l Flyers and Posters for the movie night next Wednesday were now ready to go out in the Grapevine (Ron).

l Those that are available to help out on the movie night will be turning up at 6 to help set up with Rod and Brian there form 5.(Brian) has sourced a screen. (Rod) providing rest of equipment

l It was agreed to charge 50p for a tea or coffee on the night and to have a bucket for donations. Rod was to do a little speech beforehand indicating teas and coffees available afterwards still, chance to discuss the movie and to announce what we would be doing on the launch day(Volunteers)

l A grant has been submitted to the District Council scheme 'Small Sparks' for the 'Bags for Life', for £380 after our previous application (Jane and Jan). Local Sponsorship was confirmed from John Pitts (Earthcycle) £110 has £110 left remaining due to no further sponsorship. And the new cost of getting a bag here on time.

L The quiz was thought to be based on finding symbols for our ten challenges around the hall and noting the CO2 savings to get a prize of a frizby supplied by Portsmouth Water. Other Suitable Prizes to be sourced (Sue).

L It was agreed that there would be a register of people in order to give away the free bags etc to those from the parish only and to get a better database of potentially interested households therefore a Sign indicating Free Bags to Oving Parish Residents will be needed along with a register (Launch Day Volunteers/Sue)

l Kate was to source a board to display the following: enlarged Challenge card, details of all the challenges including the ones we didn’t choose, an emotive statement on why we are doing this, (Sue+ others) Plan of Oving covered in the amount of plastic bags we all use (Rod) and two+scarecrows (Rod, Ron+Jane?) 

l It was agreed that due to the long nature of the event and the way people drifted in and out that there was no need for Terena to come and do a talk on the day.

L It was agreed to have minimal wording on the card and (Ron) to circulate the draft soon. We are going to ask people to commit to at least 5 out of ten to make it as easy as possible for people.

L Space will need to be provided for us, CDC and a possible Portsmouth Water and WSCC led composting display inside the Gazebos 

 

 The ten points

The following were agreed as the 8 points to be included on the finished cards.

1. Turn off lights when you leave a room 

2. Turn off all standbys 

3. Wash laundry at 30 degrees 

4. Boil only the amount of water you need to use 

5. Turn the thermostat down by 1 degree C 

6. Set the hot water tank at 60 degrees 

7. Close the curtains at dusk 

8. Use lids on saucepans when cooking 

9. Do not leave taps running when brushing teeth 

10. Re-use carrier bags or a use a bag for life
