Land Options for potential allotment

· Option 1-the end of field next to Berrymarsh (approx 580sq m)with agreement of owners of property. There is a gate and access, but not ideal directly from the main road through the village and parking could be a problem-but perhaps that would encourage people to walk?!

· Option 2-Village Hall site; there are 2 triangular patches available (approx 360 sq m)

Good access and parking but split plots of an 'odd' shape.

· Option 3-Millbull field located on Hague farm land. It is a way from the village but is within cycling distance. It is a larger area and has a 'storage' building. Allsites would need an application making to the Church Commissioners who own the land. As Rod is away for 6 months, this could take up to a year to organise and get permission, so we would be looking at the growing season of 2010 before being ready to really proceed.

· Option 4- was Gribble Lane, where there are plans for new affordable housing. As part of the development of 'Green Space' an application could be made to the developer to include space for a community allotment when going for further planning permission.

Any allotment scheme of the first 2 options, could probably work with around 5 people working the land. A normal allotment site is around 300 sq.ft.


It would be good to include representatives from OCAG who have expressed an interest
Trudy Petty, Lucy bailey, Anne Jenkins, Roger Baynham. Kate suggested we go and talk to Kate Brickell from the Community Allotment scheme in Petworth. Rod had also made contact with Farnham Food Co-operative.


It was suggested that an information evening at the village hall would be useful, inviting people to come along and see the area (once agreed), and where aims and objectives could be explained.

Kate pointed out that we would probably need to set up as a community group to get registered, creating a constitution for insurance and bank account purposes. This is referred to as a simple Trust and is not a charity organisation. Kate knows how to proceed with this.

Terena (national Greening campaign chairman) will have to send out Stage Two details of the national campaign in order for us to move forward.

It was agreed that Kate Scales would take on the temporary Chairman position for the next 6 months. Rod would take up the larger schemes again on his return.

It was agreed that the suggested sites would be visited soon to help making a more informed decision.
