A Re-use of existing land

A Reduces the impact of development

A Comparatively expensive (remediation costs etc)
A Usually dense developments

A Has been achieved in Bosham, Lavant and
Fernhurst



A Land outside the Settlement Policy Area and therefore
not available for open market development.

A Policy H9 (CDLP, 1999) allows for development in
exceptional circumstances, as long as it is affordable
housing only.

A Small developments, built to very high standard, eco-
friendly sustainable housing.

A Planning requirementi housing is prioritised for
households that have a Local Connection to the
parish, and must remain as affordable housing in
perpetuity

Applicants must be able to prove a rural Local Connection

a) Is permanently residentin the parish

b) Is permanently employed within the parish
c) Was a previous resident that had to leave
d) Has next of kin living in the parish

If we are not satisfied with the evidence, a household will not
be considered for a property.

Increased use of exception sites means more emphasis on
local connection proof.
