3. The application is vague on issues such as working hours and working practices which need to be restricted because of the proximity to adjacent residences;

4. There is inadequate turning space for articulated lorries within the site and reversing into the site from Marsh Lane is dangerous and unacceptable because of the two bends in the road;

5. The access road from the A259 is inadequate and any WSCC Highways Dept. requirements should be a condition of any permission.
